Important Message for Parents of Seniors... If you are planning to apply for federal and state financial aid for your
child’s higher education expenses you must file the Free Application for Federal Student Aid—also called the FAFSA.
You can obtain a paper FAFSA from the SCHS college advising office or a local public library after January 1, 2009. If
you are going to file electronically over the internet (via secure server) you and your child must register for a Personal
Identification Number (PIN). This becomes your electronic signature and you can apply for a PIN now. The student and a
parent both need to obtain a FAFSA-specific PIN. This way, you will not need to sign a paper signature page and have it
sent in separately, delaying processing.
